ORDINANCE; AS IS MORE FULLY SET OUT HEREIN; PROVIDING

CORPORATION POSTPONED:   Manuel Tellez, Borger Economic Development 
Corporation, was scheduled to make a presentation concerning the Main Street Program, 
however, he called and postponed until the July 18, 2006 meeting.   No official action required. 

 
QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS:   Mr. Ray Ooley, 306 Wilson, 
expressed concerns regarding the damage heavy trucks cause when using Wilson Street as a by-
pass.   Mr. Ooley said he thought trucks were prohibited on residential streets.   Mayor Brain 
advised Mr. Ooley that city staff would research this question. 
 
Floyd Robertson, owner of the Circle Roller Rink, expressed his concerns regarding the city 
building a skateboard park.   Mr. Robertson said that if the city builds a park it could negatively 
affect his business.   Mr. Robertson erroneously thought that BEDC was contributing to the 
construction of the park; however, he was informed by the Council that if the park is constructed 
it will be solely owned and funded by the city. 
  
Mr. Ken Watson inquired as to the progress made in getting easements, etc., on Golf Road for 
the laying of a water line.   He was advised that no further progress had been made.
